30 years of success: Since 1988 INTERKULTUR,
founded by Gunter Titsch, is the world’s leading
organizer of international choir competitions and
festivals. The event series has meanwhile become
known throughout the world for its high artistic
and organizational standards. INTERKULTUR is
a concept for choirs all over the world and their
excitement about its competitions and festivals is
constantly growing.

Since more than 30 years singers and choirs
from all over the world have been celebrating
international choral music with INTERKULTUR
in different cities and on different continents.
Whetherthe PalaudelaMdusicain Barcelonaorthe
Brucknerhaus Linz, whether dream destinations
in South Africa or Vietnam; wherever they go,
participants will experience a peaceful, world-
spanning festival of singing and intercultural
choral music on a high artistic level. Friendship
Concerts and joint singing events complete
the great emotional impact of INTERKULTUR's
international choral meetings.

INTERKULTUR unites nations. In 2004 and 2006 -
following long negotiations - the organization was
able to bring choirs from North and South Korea
together on stage. Also choirs from countries like
Israel and Iran keep coming together at the choir
festivals and light a beacon of peace in Friendship
Concerts.

Participation is the highest honor.

INTERKULTUR s biggest success to date was
to bring the antique Olympic idea to the choral
community. The Choir Olympics 2000 in Linz,
Austria was the beginning of a Choir Olympic
movement, which goes around the world until
today: Its story of success continues with

subsequent events in Busan, Republic of Korea
in 2002 and Bremen, Germany in 2004, and as
of 2006 under the name “World Choir Games” in
Xiamen, China; Graz, Austria in 2008; Shaoxing,
China in 2010; Cincinnati, USA in 2012; Riga,
Latvia in 2014 and the Winter Olympics City of
Sochi, Russiain 2016. The 10" anniversary edition
of the World Choir Games in 2018 happened on
African soil for the first time: Tshwane in South
Africa attracted more than 300 choirs and more
than 16,000 participants in July 2018. Due to the
worldwide COVID-19 pandemic the 11" edition
of the World Choir Games hosted by the cities
of Antwerp and Ghent in Belgium had to be
postponed from July 2020 to the fall 2021. For the
first time in the event’s history these Games took
place as a hybrid event with live competitions in
Flanders and an additional Virtual Competitions
part. The 12 edition of the event invited choirs
from around the world to Gangneung, Republic
of Korea in summer 2023. The 13" World Choir
Games will happen on a new continent again:
Auckland in New Zealand welcomes international
singers in July 2024.

Since 2007 INTERKULTUR has been transferring
the idea of the World Choir Games also to
different continents: The Asia Pacific Choir
Games took place for the 4" time already in
October 2017, and in 2025 the first African Asia
Pacific Choir Games will be held on the dream
island Mauritius. In 2013 the European Choir
Games premiered in Graz, Austria. Subsequent
editions of the event were held in Magdeburg,
Germany (2015), in Latvian capital Riga (2017)
and the Swedish city of Gothenburg (2019), along
with the Grand Prix of Nations, which addresses
international top choirs. After this year’s edition,
the next European Choir Games will happen in
Aarhus, Denmark in 2025.



The Idea

INTERKULTUR has become the symbol for a
unique artistic idea: In comparison to traditional
meritorious choir competitions that only invite
international elite choirs to take part, the
INTERKULTUR competitions are open to all
non-professional choirs. Choirs from all over
the world, interested in gaining international
festival and competition experience, can compete
according to their level of artistic achievement.
INTERKULTUR has opened a door to new
impulses and perspectives for the national and
international choral movement.

The Competitions

There are various categories for all types and
levels of choirs in different degrees of difficulty,
with or without compulsory pieces. The
competitions offer good, competitive conditions,
valuable, artistic contacts, various workshops
and seminars, as well as practice opportunities
with international performers. More than 200
experts and leading choirmasters from all over
the world guarantee a high level of expertise in
all INTERKULTUR events.

Evaluation System

The jury awards Bronze, Silver, and Gold Diplomas
on 10 levels at INTERKULTUR competitions
according to the MUSICA MUNDI® evaluation
system (30-points-system); and Bronze, Silver
and Gold Medals at the World Choir Games, the
Asia Pacific Choir Games, the European Choir
Games and the Grand Prix of Nations and in future
the African Asia Pacific Choir Games according
to the World Choir Games evaluation system
(100-points-system). In each category, a Winner
or Champion is determined and outstanding
achievements are honored with Special Prizes.

In some competitions there is a Grand Prize
Competition of the best choirs selected by the
international jury which determines the overall
winner of the competition.

The Pedagogical Concept

INTERKULTUR events are not only competitions
and international choir festivals, but also serve
as professional development such as providing
feedback from various pedagogical offerings.
In Evaluation Performances or Individual
Coachings, choirs have the chance to work with
international jury members and gain advice
on their current level of achievement, receive
proficient pedagogical and artistic information
and obtain suggestions as to how to interpret
the chosen piece. The MUSICA MUNDI® Choir
Academy gives new impetus especially to young
choir conductors in China.

Every two years the World Choir Council
consisting of currently 146 members representing
96 countries and regions comes together during
the World Choir Games to discuss the choral
scenes in their respective home countries. These
meetings make an important contribution to the
development of the international choral scene.

Locations of Festivals and Competitions

To date, INTERKULTUR events have taken place
in Austria, Belgium, Czech Republic, Croatia,
France, Germany, Great Britain, Greece, Hungary,
Indonesia, Israel, Italy, Japan, Latvia, Malaysia,
Malta, Netherlands, People’s Republic of China,
South Africa, Portugal, Philippines, Republic of
Korea, Russia, Serbia, Spain, Sri Lanka, Sweden,
Thailand, USA and Vietnam. Many cities have been
convinced of the success of INTERKULTUR events
and establish regular choir festivals or apply
repeatedly to host more unifying major events.

The Participants

In total, roughly 10,600 choirs with more than
450,000 active singers from 109 countries have
taken part in the INTERKULTUR competitions to
date. An interesting note is that more than half
of the participants have been children and youth
up to 27 years of age and 67% of the participating
choirs are returning ensembles looking forward
to new destinations and new choral challenges.
Many of them constantly increase their
achievements - from first little successes to a
Gold Medal or the sought-after Champions title.

Idea & Concept

For more than 30 years, INTERKULTUR has
been fostering understanding and friendship
among people from different nations, religions
or denominations through peaceful musical
festivals, with its innovative concept of choral
competitions.  The INTERKULTUR concept
gives all choirs the opportunity to take part in
international competitions - regardless of their
personal level of artistic achievement or musical
genre - and to benefit from the experience of
internationally renowned choral experts and get
advice for their artistic development.

The European Choir Games is the continental
version of the World Choir Games - also known
as "Choir Olympics” - in Europe. Following the
premier in Graz (Austria] 2013, a second and
third edition in Magdeburg (Germany 2015) and
Riga (Latvia 2017), and lastly in Gothenburg
(Sweden 2019) this major choral event comes to
Norrkdping (Sweden) this fall.

The core of the European Choir Games is the
European Champions Competition, which has
been designed for experienced choirs from
Europe. They have the chance to become winners
of the title “Champion of the European Choir
Games” in ten different categories.

Choirs have the chance to qualify directly for the
Grand Prix of Nations from both Open Competition
and European Champions Competition.
Alongwiththe competitions, INTERKULTUR offers
educational activities - Evaluation Performances,
workshops and Individual Coachings with
international choral experts - which already have
a long tradition outside Europe and are extremely
popular among overseas choirs.

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About Norrkoping

“Wow, Norrképing is really great!” This is a
common saying from visitors in the city. With a
mix of impressive, historic industrial environ-
ments that have been given new life, good
shopping and a large selection of restaurants,
Norrkoping has everything you could wish for a
successful visit. Add to that high-quality art and
cultural experiences - it's not a surprise that all
visitors get that wow-feeling.

In the heart of the city, the beautiful buildings
are reflected in the waters of the river and the

waterfalls roar. The history of Norrkoping is
closely tied to this river and the industries that
grew up surrounding it. At the end of the 19"
century Norrkoping was a thriving and proud
industrial city of standing with many textile mills
occupying the stately brick buildings towering
over the river. The mills are now silent but the
buildings are filled with a new vibrancy in the
form of music from Norrkdpings Symphony
Orchestra, university students and unusual

museums. This area surrounding the river is
known as the Industrial Landscape and home to




arguably the most beautiful building in Sweden,
Strykjarnet. The Iron, as the formation of this
building with its seven sides is called, closely
resembles an old iron. Here you will find several
of Norrkoping’s main tourist attractions, but just
strolling through the Industrial Landscape is an
experience in itself.

The river's swirling waters follow the city like a
life-giving artery, bringing peace and movement -
you can even fish in the middle of the city! Salmon
are plentiful and if you are lucky you can see them
playing in the salmon ladder in Stromparken.

Norrképing’s surroundings offer wonderful
nature experiences. Just outside the city, you
will find the largest zoo in the Nordic region,
Kolmarden, and a variety of beautiful hiking trails
and quaint farm shops. Marmorbruket with its
green marble is a classic excursion destination

that offers both nature and culture with adorable
views of the water of Braviken. Wherever you are,
you can take a break and enjoy good food, nice
coffee breaks or shopping for all tastes.

Arkosund - Norrkoping’'s very own archipelago
- with its charming pier walk and the bathing
islets is an obvious excursion destination in the
summer. From here it is so easy to take one of the
Skargardslinjens tour boats to the many small
islands and islets which make up the Ostgéta
archipelago. Many of these islands also offer
overnight accommodation, natural harbours for
boats of all shapes and sizes as well as a large
variety of leisure activities.

Turn your eyes southwards and see the Gota
Canal, flowing through the Ostergétland country-
side, an engineering feat of world-renown. The
canalis 190 km long with 58 locks.

“The Voices of the World”

The music student from Norrkoping composed the official song for

the European Choir Games 2023

In the fall of 2022, Millie Leandersson, music
student at De Geergymnasiet in Norrkoping, was
asked if she was interested in composing the
official song for the European Choir Games 2023.
In May, the song called “Voices of the World", was
completed.

Millie Leandersson: “really hope that this song
creates a feeling of community that stays with
you even after it has been played.”

17-year-old Millie Leandersson studies music in
year three at De Geergymnasiet in Norrkoping.
Her main instrument is harp but she also sings,
plays clarinet and guitar. Music permeates most
of her everyday life.

Millie Leandersson: “Music really is the big
theme of my life. In school, | write and play
music, and during my spare time | play in a band.
When | do not play it myself, | listen to music.”

During the latter part of 2022, Millie was asked
if she was interested in becoming the first high
school student to compose the official choral
song for the European Choir Games. There
was never any doubt that she would accept the
assignment.

Millie Leandersson: “I was thrilled to get the
confidence and called everyone that | wanted to
tell. I really felt like “Wow, this is huge!”. | usually
find it hard to be creative when someone asks
me to create something, but that was not the
case this time. | had a very clear idea of where |
wanted to go and | feel like | succeeded with it”.

The song was titled “Voices of the World” and
was completed in the beginning of May, under
guidance of David Sward, composer and musical
teacher at De Geergymnasiet. On October 28™,
the song will be played for the first time during
the European Choir Games 2023.

Millie Leandersson: “I am thrilled to see the
reactions of the song. | am really excited and of
course a little nervous as well, it is normal when
you are going to present your creation to others.
The music you create is like a little child that you
want to show the world, so it will be exciting to
see how it is received.”

Which feelings would you like to mediate with
this song?

Millie Leandersson: “I really hope that this song
creates a feeling of community that stays with
you even after it has been played. This song puts
a lot of emphasis on community and a feeling
that | like to describe as nostalgia. When you
do something together with others, like choral
singing, you get a special feeling while you sing
as well as afterwards. | want this song to create
that feeling that lingers.”

Why would you say that the European Choir
Games is an important event?

Millie Leandersson: “It is important for many
reasons. Norrkoping is a cultural city and
the European Choir Games is something that
unites people. It creates a sense of community
that is beautiful. Even if you are not singing in
a choir yourself, this event creates a fantastic
togetherness, not only in the city but also
between the participating choirs.”



De Geergymnasiet in Norrkoping is a well-regarded
high school that has, among others, educated the
composer Oscar Goransson, who in 2019 was awarded
an Oscar for best music for the blockbuster film Black
Panther. The creative height is something that is
especially appreciated at De Geergymnasiet.

Millie Leandersson: “It really is an amazing school with
a high standard, great teachers and a creative space.
In my class, lots of different genres are played, from
heavy metal to classical music. Regardless of your
preferences, there is really a place for all the students
to grow and to have fun in their music making.”

Old meets new

Norrkoping is a hub for printed and organic electronics, a science that contributes to a sustainable
future with high tech innovations. In collaboration with the research institute RISE, the medal ribbons
have been given a technological touch. Something happens when the ribbons get warm. The lucky
winners will see.




The medal ribbons are printed with a thermochromic ink.

Another printed electronics technology is the electrochromic display, developed from research at
RISE and Linkdping University.

The image of the flower is in fact a complex all-printed electrochromic display using a number of
aligned layers of inks to create the desired product. The display can function as a passive matrix with
the petals of the flowers being switched individually or as one large display with all petals switching
together.
